FOR WOODSTOVES USE



1. Name yra dvi krosnys - “pecius” virtuveje ir staCiamalke krosnis miegamajame.
Pries kuriant krosnis, uzdarykite liuka j antrg auksta (laipty virsuje), kad
prisisildyty tik pirmas aukstas. Antras aukstas néra apsildomas.

2. Esant jSalusiam kaminui, ilgiau nekurtoms krosnims, uzkdrimo metu kai kada
pecius pradzioje gali Siek tiek dumyti. |Silus, atsiradus traukai kamine,
dumijimas liaunasi.

3. Name yra 3 sklendés (“juskos”) - peciuje, kamine nuo peciaus | pagrindinj
kaming, bei virs staCiamalkés krosnies. Visos trys visuomet privalo bati
atidarytos (istrauktos).

4. Neperkaitinkite krosniy! Kol jos jSalusios, nepridékite itin daug malky,
nekaitinkite intensyviai - |Sildykite krosnis pamazu. Didelis temperatary
svyravimas (is jSalusios | perkaitintg) yra zalingas joms, gali suskilti.

iSvédinus dumus nepamirskite vél jo jjungti.

6. Nepamirskite iSvalyti peleny - juos iSberkite | komposto déze uz lauko WC,
arba ziema galite pabarstyti apledijusius takelius lauke - nebus taip slidu :) Jei
Sildéte kaming kirendami pliauskeles jo apacioje, nepamirskite iSvalyti
peleny/nuodeguliy ir ten.

7. Krosnimis naudotis gali tik suauge asmenys, susipaZine su Sia instrukcija.
8. Naudojimo metu krosniy pavirsiai jkaista, todél prie jy prisilietus kyla

nudegimo pavojus. Pries kUrendami jas jsitikinkite, kad ant jy néra padeti lengvai
uzsidegantys daiktai.



KAIP UZKURTI KROSNIS?

1. |sikarimui pasiruoskite sausy, smulkiai skaldyty malkeliy.

2. IS pradziy, traukai sukurti (ypac jei krosnys ilgai nekurtos), butinai
gerai Sildykite kaminag. Atidarykite dureles kamine (juodos
metalinés durelés baltai tinkuotame kamine, virs lentynélés su
medinémis baltomis durimis) ir | kamino anga jkise susukto
popieriaus ir mazy pliauskeliy, juos uzdekite. Deginkite ten
pliauskeles 5-10 minuciy, kol kaminas jsils.

3. Tada kurkite peciy - sudéje smulkiy malkeliy ir popieriaus kravele |
pagrindine peciaus angg, butinai praverkite peleny valymo dureles
(mazos dureles po pagrindinémis peciaus angos durimis). Jas
laikykite praviras, kol pecius gerai jsikurs - taip sukursite geresne
trauka.

4. Ugniai gerai jsikurus, uzdarykite krosniy angy duris ir pravalos
dureles po jomis.

5. Niekada nepalikite ugnies be prieziuros.

6. Pries idvykstant, batinai idvalykite pelenus / nuodégulius i kamino
apacios.

1. The house has two wood stoves - one in the kitchen and a vertical wood-burning
stove in the bedroom. Before lighting the stoves, close the hatch to the second
floor (at the top of the stairs) so that only the first floor warms up. The second floor is
not insulated thus cannot be warmed up.

2. In cold, rainy weather, with a cold chimney, wood stoves that have not been
fired for a long time may sometimes smoke a little. When it warms up, the
smoke stops when the draft in the chimney appears.

3. The 3 chimney dampers (in the wall above the stove in the bedroom, and two in
the kitchen stove) must always be opened (pulled out)!



4. Do not overheat the wood stoves! \While they are cold, do not add too much
firewood, do not heat them too intensively - do it slowly. A large temperature
fluctuation (from freezing to overheated) is harmful to the stove.

5. If the smoke detector went off due to the smoke from the stove, and you turned it
off, remember to turn it back on after the smoke has been vented from the hut.

6. Don't forget to clean the ashes - spread them in the compost bin in the yard, or in
winter you can sprinkle the icy tracks outside - it won't be so slippery :) If you heated
the chimney by burning wood chips at its bottom, don't forget to clean out the
ash there as well.

7. The stoves can only be used by adults who are familiar with these instructions.

8. During use, the surfaces of the stoves become hot, so there is a risk of burns if
you touch them. Before lighting them, make sure that no flammable objects are
placed on or near them.

HOW TO LIGHT FIRE IN THE WOOD STOVE?

1. For the start, prepare dry, finely chopped wood and paper.

2. First, especially if the stoves have not been fired for a long time, warm up
the chimney. Open a little door at the bottom of the chimney (black
metal door in a white plastered chimney, above a shelf with a wooden
white door), insert a bunch of rolled paper and wood chips into the
chimney opening, and burn it there for 5-10 minutes. Warm air from this
burning paper and wood chips will warm up the chimney and will create
better airflow.

3. Only then start the wood stove. Place a pile of finely chopped wood and
some paper in the stove, be sure to open the ash removal door (the small
metal door under the main opening of the stove). Keep them open until
the stove is well heated - this will create a better airflow.

4. When the fire is already burning nicely, close the door of the stove

completely.

Never leave fire unattended.

6. Before leaving, be sure to clean the ash from the stove and bottom of the
chimney.
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
